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Introduction

This policy should be read in conjunction with the following policies:  Mawnan VA Primary School policies on AUPs, ICT security, data protection and E-safety sanctions.
At our school we strive to provide a challenging education, which encourages 
each child to reach their full personal potential, within our school community. 

Aims

* For ICT to become a natural tool and to be integrated into everyday working lives. 
* To know and use the ICT resources as an information source, a processor and as a presentation tool. 
* For the children to experience a range of ICT equipment including computers, digital cameras, data logging hardware and software. 
* For the children to select the appropriate ICT tools to use in any situation. 
* To enjoy using technology in the process of achieving satisfying outcomes. 

Objectives

* Pupils will be encouraged to access the ICT resources, whenever appropriate, in order to develop their work. 
* Pupils of all abilities irrespective of gender, or race, will be provided with the opportunity to use and develop their ICT skills in contexts appropriate to their current needs and experiences. 
* Staff will have access to software and guidance to enable delivery of quality ICT. 
* ICT will be both a subject in its own right and used as a cross-curricular tool, when appropriate, throughout the school. 

Outcomes

Knowledge and Understanding 
* Know when to use a particular tool in the solution of a problem. 
* Know the limitations of ICT and when it is better not to use it. 
* Understand the concepts associa ted with ICT, including the vocabulary. 
* Begin to understand the impact of new technologies on society. 

Skills 
* Handle the hardware with increasing confidence. 
* Continue to develop skills in the use of software. 
* Apply those skills in a wider range of contexts. 

Personal Development 
* Show confidence and autonomy when using the new technologies. 
* Become purposeful and discerning users. 
* Be able to reflect on the value of their work and on the work of others. 

Resources

Computer suite consisting of eleven networked computers.  Class computers in each class. (We are aiming to have computers in each class by the end of  2001)

Scheme of Work

We use the QCA schemes of work to inform our planning (see appendix 1).

Purchasing and licensing software

Software purchased should be agreed by the ICT co-ordinator who has budget control.  There are arrangements for dealing with repairs.  The school has bought into an arrangement implemented by the LEA where common software licences are renewed annually in the Summer term.

Links with other areas

Equal Opportunities 
ICT activities should be planned to ensure that all children are given the same opportunity  to use and develop their skills and knowledge in accordance with the equal opportunities policy. 

Special Needs 
Support for individual children will be provided, whenever possible, and they will be encouraged to develop at their own pace.  Equipment will be provided at an appropriate level. 
Specialist equipment will be purchased, if necessary e.g. programs with speech.  At the other end of the spectrum experiences will be provided for children who require more challenge. 

Assessment 
Formative - at the time of the activity, carried out by the class teacher or teaching assistant, during the learning process, to inform planning for the next steps. 
Summative - Periodically with the child as part of their journal of progress. 

Reporting 
As part of the annual report to parents, comments will be made referring to a child's 
capabilities in ICT. 

Strategies of Implementation

Teachers may use ICT in the process of teaching and in their own learning – examples follow:-
* Using a DTP package to produce differentiated work sheets 
* Accessing information from a multimedia encyclopaedia 
* Selecting a video clip to provide a focus for creative writing 

Children may use ICT in the process of learning 

* Editing a sequence in LOGO to model polygons in Maths. 
* Configuring a data logger to record temperature over night in a topic on change. 
* Recording environmental sounds using a recording equipment. 
* Duplicating their work on a photocopier. 

ICT in our school is categorised under these basic headings 

· Communicating information 
* Handling information 
* Modelling 
* Controlling 
* Monitoring 

ICT can be seen as a means for developing 

* Confidence 
* Group work 
* Autonomy 
and encouraging a willingness to: 
* Consider the limitations of the process 
* Assess the value of their ICT work 
* Reflect on their work 
* Reflect on the work of others 

Children working with ICT will need to develop the basic skills of: 

* handling the machine 
Working with: 
* text 
* number and logic 
* sound 
* graphics 
* tables and charts 
* information 

Integrating ICT in 'schemes of work' 
The curriculum map will offer a time scale for the topics in which ICT skills may be developed. 
These skills are listed in the scheme of work for ICT. They identify new skills to be taught, reinforce previously gained skills in new contexts. In this way we can provide real contexts for using ICT when the principal focus is on the teaching and learning experience in other curriculum subjects. 

Monitoring and Evaluation

The ICT co-ordinator will monitor and evaluate the effectiveness of this policy through: 
* access to teacher's medium and short term planning, offering help and support, if necessary. 
* discussing with teacher's effectiveness of software/activities. 
* checking on children's work in their personal folders.

Software used to support ICT across the curriculum

ICT can be used as a medium to help and support learning in all other subjects.

Some software and the internet are used to help in this way.

RM Maths supports many children on a daily/weekly basis in their learning of mathematics.

Early Start French helps with the learning of French at an early age.

Education City is an interactive internet site. Interactive Teaching Programs for Maths Literacy and Science.

Health and  Safety.  (e-safety)

The school has a health and Safety Policy which deals with aspects of ICT and internet access.  Please see H and S policy.

Mawnan School E Safety Sanctions.
