We see music as an essential factor in the social and communal life of the school.

	* To develop musical understanding through a broad range of activities 
	to include: discussion, listening, musical activities and history.
	* To boost confidence in singing, playing and composing music.
	* On occasion, to link music and topic work, through the provision
	of appropriate up to date, ethnic and traditional musical material.
	* To provide opportunities during the school year both for public and 
	internal school performance.
(A programme based on these aims would meet the criteria laid down by the National Curriculum.)

[bookmark: _Toc504798946]Content/Skills and Knowledge
The aims will be fulfilled through major musical activities such as:
Composition    Performance    Listening/Appraisal
The activities should be planned/selected on the basis that:
	*  They should contribute to the development of the musical concepts:-
	rhythm   structure   timbre   pitch   dynamics
	*  They should form a planned progression.
	*  There is a need to achieve balance between the different types of activities.
The school use the QCA schemes of work as a basis for the planned progression and development of musical concepts, although different activities will sometimes be substituted and the school is working at integrating some music into cross curricular topics.

[bookmark: _Toc504798947]Teaching Arrangements
It is felt that the aforementioned aims, and the requirements of the National Curriculum, may be best met by a combination of group and class activities.  In addition to this, the music curriculum is enriched through extracurricular clubs/lessons.  Cornwall Learning provides brass, percussion and woodwind tuition for children willing to pay for such lessons.  These lessons are taught, as far as is possible, in groups of four of the same ability during music lessons.
ICT is used in music lessons.  The school uses on line programmes as well as 2Simple based programmes on the server.  (Whenever on line children are to take note of e-safety procedures.)

After school activities.
The school at present has a school band and a choir.
